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The formal collaboration between
Kings View Academy and the
Maritime Conservatory of Per-
forming Arts is being launched.
What began as a pilot project is
now becoming a formalized real-
ity. 

Two years ago, in KVA’s inaugural
year, two students needed a full-
time, professional program to con-
tinue their high level of ballet train-
ing. Thus, these two students
(along with their parents) became
the pilot  test for the development
of what is now called The Per-
forming Arts High School Col-
laboration, a partnership between
KVA and MCPA.

But this collaboration is much
more than just a program for stu-
dents interested in pursuing per-
forming arts professionally. In fact,
it has two distinct aspects.

The objectives of this collabora-
tion are (1) to provide education
and training required to prepare

KVA and the Maritime Conservatory Formalize Collaboration
students to pursue either a pro-
fessional career or to enter a
post-secondary program de-
signed to complete their educa-
tion in music or dance; (2) to
provide an integrated perform-
ing arts program for all KVA stu-
dents to enhance their under-
standing and appreciation of
music, dance and theatre; and
(3) to promote education in the
performing arts as an important
aspect of the total education of
the individual.

For the past several months,
KVA’s Rina Otero has been
meeting with MCPA’s board
chair Barb Dearborn and direc-
tor Ifan Williams along with me,
the liaison between the two
boards to develop policies and
procedures as well as a funda-
mental philosophy to guide the
programs.

Conservatory faculty have al-
ready met to discuss the project

and there is considerable enthu-
siasm to move forward with the
implementation of this project. All
KVA students will take part in per-
forming arts workshops in a vari-
ety of disciplines starting with the
2003-2004 academic year, and the
professional program will allow
students planning a career in the
performing arts to integrate much
of their training into their school
days. Entrance into the profes-
sional program will be by recom-
mendation and audition.

MCPA and KVA share an educa-
tional philosophy that believes in
the value of arts education in the
overall education of the individual.
This fundamental ideology, in ad-
dition to the required resources
and geographical proximity result
in the ideal situation for KVA/
MCPA to provide both an arts-in-
fused curriculum for all students,
and a professional/academic pro-
gram for talented students who
are planning to pursue careers in
the performing arts.

What happens when you com-
bine twenty-three talented stu-
dents and the power to create a
school play? The result is a highly
amusing production filled with
smart-allec comedy and sword
fighting.

Kings View Academy is a private
school that opened last year. They
pride themselves on creativity.

Travel abroad also factors into Patrick’s back-
ground. He lived as an exchange student in south-
ern Germany during his senior year of high school,
and today many parts of Europe, the Americas
and East Asia are as familiar to him as parts of
Halifax - some more so.

With a bit more than a year to go, Patrick has a
few personal goals to meet before turning 30. He
would like to publish his first anthology and record
a second CD. He would also like to visit the
Middle East and India, and learn to speak a pass-
able Chinese. Next month he plans to learn how
to surf. Some of his other interests include yoga,
photography and rock climbing.
